Total Canadian Potato Storage Holdings on March 1, 2022, are 17% above the 3-
yr. average, up 8.1 million hundred weight. Alberta and BC are the two 
provinces with below average stocks on hand. Total stocks on hand compared 
to 3yr. averages are highest in Ontario at 40%. PEI had the highest in previous 
months but in the past month have had to destroy almost 3,000,000 hundred 
weight due to the closure of the US border, bringing holdings more in line with 
other Eastern provinces.
